Color, Texture, Warm and Cool Colors, and Complementary colors








Preparation


Order rubber fish from LMO


Locate rubber fish at your school and separate the Walleye, Blue Gill, Trout, Bass, and Perch.


Plan to possibly do this in groups as there are a limited number of rubber fish. 























I Cans/ Objectives


I can properly print a clear image of the fish.


I can use the required amount of paint.


I can choose two colors for the fish print.








Teacher Background Knowledge:


Complementary colors are colors opposite of each other on the color wheel.


Warm colors are red, yellow and orange


Cool colors are green, blue and purple





Lewis and Clark printed fish in their journals to record new discoveries. ( see picture on first page of lesson)





Lesson description :


Students will learn how Lewis & Clark recorded their discoveries .


 Students will learn a process of printing








Lesson :


Each child chooses a fish they would like to print.


Choose two  complementary colors to paint the fish.


With a paint brush apply a thin and even amount of paint on the rubber fish.


Lay paper on top of the fish.


Gently pat the entire paper around the contours of the fish. 


Lift paper off the fish to see the print.


Let the print dry, tear the edges around the printed fish, and mount on two colors of construction paper using glue stick.





Extension-


In small groups have students make a color wheel to give them and idea of mixing colors…
