Preparation


Gather images of Prairie Rose- (google on computer)


Cut white and black paper – 12 x 12 – one for each student

















I Cans/ Objectives


I can properly use brushes.


I can count the number of petals


I can mix my paint to match the image











Teacher Background Knowledge:


Value depicts the lightness and darkness of an object.


Tint is adding white to a color


Emphasis is the flower


A Wild Prairie Rose usually has 5 petals shaped like a heart/shammrock with a yellow/green center.


Georgia O’Keefe was a famous American painter that found beauty in the simple, natural things around her.   She loved to paint large flowers.  She hoped they would make people feel the same wonderful way she felt when she looked at real flowers.  Georgia thought her large flowers might even get busy New Yorkers to stop and notice them.  Georgia rarely signed her work  thinking that people would identify her work by her style alone.








Lesson description :


Students will learn about the symbols of North Dakota as they paint their Prairie Rose. 





Lesson :


Each child chooses a photograph or you can display a photograph of a Prairie Rose .  


Lightly sketch out the flower using a pencil.  Make it large, filling up most of the paper, even running off the edges of the paper.


Explain that the prairie rose normally has 5 petals, they overlap, the petals are somewhat heart or shamrock shaped, and most petals are made up of several shades of pink.  Also point out the center of the flower is yellow with many stamens.


Before students start painting, suggest they leave an open area in the middle of the flower for the yellow center to be painted later.


Students start by painting the petals pink.  They may add white to tint or red to make it darker.  Let the petals dry, then   paint the yellow center with a small brush and chose either blue, black or green to paint the background.


Mount them with Elmer’s glue to a black 12 x 12 square.
