Time: 2 sessions





Vocabulary 


Hatching, value, color








Preparation


Gather images to  cut up, and gather colored pencils.

















I Cans/ Objectives


I can match color to resemble the photograph.


I can identify my animal from the photograph


I can accurately draw the image from observing the photograph











Teacher Background Knowledge:


Hatching is done by making a series of lines that depict a texture. 


Value  depicts the lightness and darkness of an object.











Lesson description :


Students will learn about the characteristics of a ND bird/mammal as they create the image that was cut away. 





Lesson :


Each child chooses a photograph of a bird/mammal.


Students cut photograph in half, cutting through the bird/mammal. This can be done vertical, horizontal or diagonal


Glue one half of photograph down on a white 9 X 12 inch paper.


Lightly sketch the bird or mammal on the white side of paper. Refer to cut image to draw image on white paper.


Use colored pencils to add color. Teachers can discuss techniques such as hatching and value. 


Student researches the bird or animal so they can write an acrostic poem.  They may hand write or type their poem on ½ of a 9 x 12 paper.


Glue all four parts to a 12 X 18 piece of paper.
